These regulations include Part 64 of the Federal Communications Commission’s Rules and Regulations (47 CFR Part 64).

This Practice describes the Common Language standard codes for the representation of 
company addresses for the distribution of Design Layout Reports (DLRs). 
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2. Scope 
This Practice is applicable to circuit administration, provisioning, design, engineering, and 
other personnel having responsibility for designing, planning, and/or servicing telephone 
equipment. 
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3. Reason for Issue 
This Practice revises and replaces BR-751-100-465, Issue 12, dated November 2016. It is 
being reissued to including updates to Section 6: eCoder Registry Fields and Field 
Descriptions to correspond to the recent realignment of the fields within eCoder and 
corresponding Excel spreadsheets for the General Codes IAC, EC, ICSC and DRC records.    
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4.  General 
DRC Codes are the property of iconectiv and are part of the Common Language® General 
Codes Code Set. Questions concerning this document should be directed to the iconectiv 
Common Language General Codes Subject Matter Expert (SME).  


The iconectiv Common Language Information Services Organization provides the technical 
expertise to maintain the General Code Set. The Common Language Technical Advisory 
Group (TAG) contributes to this process in accordance with the procedures outlined in  
BR-751-000-102, Common Language® Code Set Procedures.  


DRC Codes are maintained in iconectiv Common Language Information Services eCoder 
registry (eCoder registry).

The standard business name for this code set is Design Routing Code. It is often referred to 
as the DRC Code.

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5. Design Routing Codes (DRCs) 
The DRC Code represents the physical address for Design Layout Record (DLR) delivery.  
Address data is maintained within the service provider databases, e.g. The Table System 
(TTS), within the TIRKS® system.  The DLRs are usually sent directly to a company-
designated printer, email address, facsimile, Connect:Direct® (NDM), or other electronic 
device.  Occasionally, but more rarely they are sent through the Postal System.  


The DRC Code is a 3 character alphanumeric code. 


The IAC Code was made a required data element for a DRC Code add or change by the 
Technical Advisory Group on 10/28/1998. 


There is no conflict with the DRC Code and IAC Code values being identical, nor is there 
any requirement that they be identical. 
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6. eCoder Registry Fields and Field Descriptions 
The following field names and descriptions are contained within DRC records.  These 
records are maintained in the eCoder registry.   


• Code: The 3-character alpha-numeric DRC Code. 


• Company Name:  Name of the company to whom the DRC Code has been 
assigned. 


• IAC Code:  The IAC Code of the DRC Company. 


• Device ID:  The identification of the receiving device (e.g., a fax, email address, 
Connect:Direct® (NDM), or other electronic device) to which the DLR will be sent. 


• Address1:  Address of the DRC Company. 


• Address2:  Address of the DRC Company. 


• City:  City where the DRC Company is located. 


• State/Province:  State/Province where the DRC Company is located. 


• Zip Code:  ZIP Code of the DRC Company. 


• Country:  Country where the DRC Company is located. 


• Contact Company Name:  Name of the Contact Company.  This field is populated 
when the value is different from the Company Name field.  The ‘Contact Company’ 
field assists with identifying parent company information.  Legal documentation is 
required for DRC changes; including ‘Contact Company’ updates. 


• Contact Name:  Name of the company contact for the assigned DRC Code. If a 
change is requested to a DRC record, the ‘Contact Name’ field will be updated to 
the most recent company contact.  


• Contact Phone:  Telephone number for the corresponding contact name.  If a 
change is requested to a DRC record, the ‘Contact Phone’ field will be updated to 
the most recent company contact.  


• Contact E-mail:  E-mail address for the corresponding Contact Name.  If a change is 
requested to a Code, the ‘Contact E-mail’ field will be updated to the most recent 
company contact.  


• Requestor Name:  Name of the person who initially requested the DRC Code. 


• Requestor Phone:  Telephone number of the person who requested the DRC Code. 


• Requestor E-mail:  E-mail address of the person who requested the Code.   


• LS2 Number:  LS2 number if an LS2 was used to submit the request. This field is 
obsolete and only retained for historical purposes. 


• Remarks:  Additional information about the DRC Code (e.g., date and reason for 
code changes).  Multiple dates reflecting the history of changes are separated by 
semi-colons and listed in newest to oldest order.   
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• Other Previous Names:  Previous name of the company before a buyout, merger, 
name change or acquisition.  Multiple company names are separated by a semi-
colon and listed in newest to oldest order. 


• Code Status The code status of the DRC Code.  This field provides the ability to 
further track the history of any changes to the DRC Codes  and contains the 
following data values:  


o Active – default value for all DRC Codes 


o Consolidated – DRC Code has been consolidated; a pointer is provided to 
use another DRC Code 


o Retired – indicates a DRC Code has been retired (a company has gone out 
of business) 


• Date Created:   Date when the DRC Code was created. 


• Date Changed:  Date when DRC Code information was last changed. 
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7. DRC Code Set Data 
Code Set data is now accessed exclusively through electronic methods such as 
spreadsheet downloads or through direct query on the iconectiv Common Language 
Information Services eCoder registry.
