Reward Plan offers a discount over normal access line rates. The discount applied will be based on the number of PSP access lines subscribed to the PSP Reward Plan and the term commitment agreed upon. 
In addition to discounts off tariffed PTAS line rates, Reward Plan subscribers lock in the rates for a term period. The rates for access line service are stabilized under the plan for the term of the agreement and these lines will be exempt from Company initiated increases. As a bonus, decreases in the PTAS access line charges that are initiated by the Company will be passed along to the subscriber, however. However, any rate decreases will be applied automatically.
